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	Objective:

Students will learn to use the internet to collect information, along with books and journals.  Students will learn about the human body and its relationship with nutrition.  Students will learn the body of genre by completing a book sell on a book of their choice.  Students will learn the body of poetry.  Students will learn the body of graphic organizers.

Focus
	Prior Knowledge:  

Students will need background knowledge in the elements of literature.  Students will need to background knowledge in the various genres for the book sell.  Students will need background knowledge in mathematics using formulas.  
	Prerequisite Skills:  

Students need reading for content and information skills, outlining skills, some keyboarding skills, and some computer lab experience. 


Practice/Assess

	Guided Practice:  

Students will be shown how to safely research valid websites for information.  Students will continue to learn mathematical concepts and literary elements.   
	Assessment:  

Students will be assessed by observation of tasks, completion of outlines and data tables, rubric for presentation, and self and group assessment of their work.


Closure

	Wrap Up:

Students will celebrate their accomplishments through sharing their presentation with the class as the experts on their body system, and book sell allowing classmates to ask questions. 


	Independent Practice:

Students will independently read, outline, and fill in data tables from information in their Science Explorer books. Students will also research their chosen body system from the internet. Students will work together in their group to make one presentation for each group to present in the classroom on the information they found. The presentation wil have specific rubrics as to what information should be included in each presentation. Groups are free to choose the information they feel is most important.  Students will express themselves independently through the book sell.
